Traffic Survey
Datalogger was installed on the High Street prior to the installation of temporary 20 mph. This provided a base V85 of 28 mph. This is what our MVAS system showed.

MVAS System
The Viasis 3000 MVAS system has been replaced because of a faulty display. It has been installed on New Road (40 mph), Comberton Road (near Foxcote) and is now on High Street (20 mph).

V85 is the key number that Highways is interested in. So far, we have V85 data showing:
· Comberton Road 37 mph
· Haslingfield Road 37 mph
· Wimpole Road 40 mph traffic leaving Barton and 48 mph traffic entering Barton
· New Road 38 mph
· High Street 29 mph before changes and 27 mph afterwards


LHI
Options discussed with Traffic working group were presented to the rest of the Council. A Public Consultation was held at the Pavilion on Wednesday 19th August 2020. Feedback has been received which provides direction for LHI bids. (See separate documents on the feedback.)


A603 Speed Camera
Vegetation has been cleared at the request of the Police. We are still not sure if the camera is live following the upgrades.

20 mph Activated Signs
Staggered start and finish times at the school are covered by the extended active times set a few months ago.

Speedwatch
Community Speedwatch started up again in July and we have performed two on Comberton Road and three on Haslingfield Road. We are still chasing Andy Boylett for approval of additional sites.

Pollution Monitoring
Hand held pollution monitors are available and could be purchased for a few hundred pounds. It is proposed that the Parish Council invest in one so that pollution levels can be monitored in front of the school.

EWR
David Revell (Haslingfield) is leading an action group called Cambridge Approaches. The group has invited local Parish councillors to join and has set up a website and produced a flyer. David is asking local Parish Councils for financial contributions to support the web and printing costs of flyers.

EWR set up a meeting on 25th August 2020. Andy Martin and Ian Minto attended. EWR presentation is available and they promise to supply answers to questions raised. The route from Cambourne will pass through the South Cambridgeshire area to tie in with Liverpool Street and or Kings Cross lines coming in to the South side of Cambridge. Surveys are taking place with the goal of detailing route options. One major area that is likely to be avoided is the Mullard Radio Astronomy Observatory (MRAO) implying that routes are likely to be to the south of that land.

A further meeting with Cambridge Approaches is planned.

Barton Greenways
This is back on the agenda with proposals being discussed at the next Greater Cambridge Partnership meeting on 10th September 2020. This could have a major influence in where we focus our LHI bid as proposals include 20 mph through the village and reconfiguring the New Road A603 junction. We are following this closely.
