2. SUPERIOR LEASE

2.1 SUPERIOR LEASE DETAILS
      Lease dated 1 July 1978 between SOUTH CAMBRIDGESHIRE DISTRICT COUNCIL

(1) AND BARTON PARISH COUNCIL (2)

2.2 Superior lease covenants

      The Tenant is required to covenant with the Landlord to perform and observe the   

      covenants in the superior lease insofar as they relate to the property.

3. PROPERTY DETAILS

      PROPERTY

      The tennis courts as identified on the Plan edged red

4. PARTICULAR RIGHTS REQUIRED

    The right to enter the Landlord’s adjoining land for the purposes of maintenance work

    to the Property:

        a) provided that such work cannot be carried out without such entry being made

        b) upon reasonable written notice

        c) at reasonable times

        d) the Tenant making good all damage caused by the Landlord’s adjoining land to the 

            Landlord’s reasonable satisfaction

5. PARTICULAR RIGHTS TO BE RESERVED TO THE LANDLORD  

    Usual rights in favour of the Landlord to include rights of support and protection, rights to use, 

    connect and construct service media, rights of development of neighbouring property and rights 

    to enter the Property for purposes pursuant to the terms of the lease.

5.1 Term

    25 years with mutual break clause on every fifth anniversary of the term commencement date subject to:

a)  six months’ prior written notice; and 
b) material compliance with the tenant’s covenants.
5.2  SECURITY OF TENURE

       The provisions of the Landlord and Tenant Act 1954 apply

6.    RENT  

6.1  One peppercorn

7.    RATES and TAXES

    The Tenant is required to pay all rates and taxes in relation to the property.

8.    INSURANCE

8.1   Party Insuring

        The Tenant is required to insure the Property.

9.     REPAIRS

        Tenant to keep the Property (including the tennis courts and fencing bounding the Property)

        in good and substantial repair and condition.

10.   SERVICE CHARGE

10.1  There will be no service charge but the Tenant will be responsible for the cost of all

         utility supplies to the Property.

11.    ALTERATIONS

11.1   Alterations subject to Landlord’s prior written approval.

12.    USE

12.1  As tennis courts within Use Class D2 Schedule to the Town and Country Planning

         (use classes) Order 1987 in its form today

13.    Dealings

         Dealings are not permitted, save that the Tenant may hire out courts by the hour strictly on a licence basis, such hiring not to exceed 25 hours per week.
14.    LEGAL REQUIREMENTS

14.1   The Tenant must comply with all legislation relating to the Property.

14.2   The Landlord shall not act in a way so as to breach any legislation relating to the 

          Property.

14.3   The Tenant must be affiliated to the relevant sports governing body.

15.    LIMITATIONS OF TENANT’S LIABILITY

15.1    No liability attaches to any person individually named as the Tenant.

15.2    The Tenant’s liability is limited to the assets of Barton Tennis Club at the relevant time.

15.3    The Landlord is not entitled to pursue claims against the personal assets of members of

           Barton Tennis Club.

16.1    Each party is responsible for its own costs
